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Camp Sanguinity Camp Counselor Job Description

Purpose:
To provide for the safety and well-being of assigned campers, and assist with planned activities on a 24-hour basis during camp.

Duties and Responsibilities:
1.
Meet buses as campers arrive, accompany them to cabins and assist in unpacking, storing belongings, etc.

2.
See to the care and needs of assigned campers.

3.
Maintain safety, order and discipline of assigned campers.

4. Accompany campers in their daily scheduled activities, making sure they are appropriately attired.

5.         Assist John Marc staff with activities when assigned those activities.

6.
Facilitate free-time activities for assigned campers.

7.
Bring any health problems related problems to the attention of the camp nurse.

8.
Bring to the attention of the Camp Director any concerns/problems related to the operation of the camp, or the well-being of the campers.

9.
Complete evaluations at the end of camp.

Requirements:

Counselors will receive pre-camp training and on-site training prior to the beginning of camp.  Most of this training requires mandatory attendance.

Being a counselor requires a working knowledge of child development and an understanding of varied socio-economic and cultural backgrounds.  All participants should be in excellent health and have the stamina to withstand sun and heat.  If any participant who HAS NOT had the chicken pox is exposed to chicken pox three weeks prior to the start of camp, they will not be able to participate.  A criminal background check will be made on all counselors.  No parents of campers may attend camp.
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
